Deadline:
· Applications must be received in the CITR office by 12 Noon on March 14, 2008.  Please note this is a received in the office date, not a postmark date.
Format Requirements:
· Applications must be typed.

· A total of 5 copies of your application must be submitted.

· We cannot accept applications by fax or e-mail.  

· Completed applications must follow the original format (i.e. questions must remain on the same pages in approximately the same space).  

Eligible Applicants:  
The purpose of the scholarship grant is to assist those who are unable to attend the training sessions without the financial assistance provided by the grant.  Eligible applicants include: 

· Individuals from CITR members in good standing. 

· Individuals from registered non-profit organizations from a CITR county in good standing.

· Individuals from county government organizations from a CITR county in good standing.

When reviewing equally rated applications, private members and/or active county representatives of the region will be given consideration when awarding funding.  

Eligible Training Session(s) for the Scholarship Program:
Applicants can apply to attend one, two, three or all four of the training sessions on this one application form.  The following IDED Community Development Division sponsored training sessions are eligible for scholarship grant funding:

· Iowa Tourism Unity Day -- Friday, April 18, 2008.  Hy-Vee Conference Center, West Des Moines.  Registration fee is $30 and must register by April 1 for this rate.  The day includes a keynote address, the tourism leadership award, legislative status report, and more!

· SMART Conference -- Thursday, May 8, 2008.  Polk County Convention Complex, Des Moines.  Registration fee is $50.  General and break-out sessions offered.  

· Iowa Downtown Summit -- August 26-27, 2008.  Location to be announced.  Anticipated registration fee is $115 and this may change slightly.  Must register early for this rate. Residents from all Iowa communities are invited to the Downtown Summit to listen and learn downtown revitalization strategies from noted national professionals and local practitioners.  Note:  individuals from Main Street Iowa Communities are not eligible to apply for a scholarship to attend the Downtown Summit since these communities already receive a reduced rate registration.  
· Iowa Tourism Conference -- October 20-22, 2008, Sioux City.  Registration Fee is $200 and must register by September 1 for this rate.  Note:  college student rate is $115.  The premier tourism educational event of the year.  General and break-out sessions offered.  
Eligible Expenses, Minimum and Maximum Grant Requests & Local Match Requirements:
· Registration fees for the training session(s) are the only expenses eligible for the scholarship.  
· The minimum scholarship amount you can apply for is $30.  The maximum scholarship amount you can apply for is $395.  

· Travel expenses including lodging and mileage are not allowable costs and are considered the applicant's local match for the scholarship grant.
